warm feeling as well as assurance that the ACLC is alive and well in the East Bay.” – Mr.

21 – the age of Ms. ACL 2000 Bianca at her contest, making her the youngest ACLC 

titleholder in the club’s history. 

28 – Years ago that the first ACLC title contest took place, created by the Imperial Star 
Empire of Alameda County.  Held at The World Famous Turf Club, Mark McKee and Lil 
Cooper became the first Mr. and Ms. Alameda County Leather.  According to Mr. Marcus at 
the time “While a lot of people had a “problem” with a preponderance of lip-synching drag 
queen entertainers for the full first hour, overall it was judged a very good effort.”   
  
22 – 519 Main St. Hayward, CA; address of The World Famous Turf Club and home to 

ACLC since our first title contest! 

27 – Years ago, Mr. ACL 1993 Randy Wright earned a spot in the Top 20 at International 

Mr. Leather.   

25-th anniversary party took place inside the Hayward City Hall rotunda, a celebration 

matched only by the 10th anniversary which occurred in the same location.   

27 – Years ago, Ms. ACL 1993 Beth Elliott earned 2nd Runner-Up at IMsL 1994.  

24 – th of July, 1994, the Mr. and Ms. ACL titles were transferred from the Imperial Star 

Empire to the newly formed Alameda County Leather Corps via a ceremony at the 1994 

contest that installed Lance Brittain and Radhika as the 3rd Mr. and Ms. ACL.   

26 – Years ago the first Ms. ACL, Lil Cooper, won International Ms. Cheeks and Chaps.  
That same week, Mr. and Ms. ACL Lance and Radhika raised $708.76 for AEF while 
hosting a mud wrestling tournament at the Turf Club.   
 
22 - Mr. Alameda County Leather titleholders, 1992-2017.   
 
26 - Titleholders ACLC has had other than the Mr. or Ms. Titles.  ACLC has had 4 Mr. 

Alameda County Bears, 4 East Bay Cheeks ‘n Chaps (2 Mr. and 2 Ms.), 2 ACLC Cheeks ‘n 

Chaps (1 Mr. and 1 Ms.), 9 Alameda County Cheeks ‘n Chaps (5 Ms. And 4 Mr.), 5 Mr. 

Alameda County Drummers, 1 Mr. Alameda County Drummer boy, and finally, 1 Hayward 

Leather Daddy: David Barker.   

20 – 01, the last year the Mr. Alameda County Drummer title was awarded.  Mike Moraro 

was Mr. Alameda County Drummer 2001, in addition to 2005’s EJ Herbert, the final Mr. 

Alameda County Bear, and the Mr. and Ms. Alameda County Cheeks ‘n Chaps, last held by 

John Tribini and Lynda Shain in 1999.  Kent Marohl served as the sole Alameda County 

Drummer boy.  

25 – Dollars is all that it costs annually to be a full member of ACLC; Associate 

Memberships are available for $10. 

22 – The number of recipients awarded the Lee Bell Award.  “The award was created in 
memory of Lee Bell, a much-loved local man who worked tirelessly in all aspects of the 
community. Lee supported every club, organization, and even lending a hand, shoulder, or 
ear as needed.  Lee and his partner, Shilo Herrling, seemed to be everywhere at once.  At 
each year’s Contest, we honor someone who has chosen to live his or her life in the spirit of 
generosity and service.”  

26 – Ms. Alameda County Leather titleholders, 1992-2017.  

20-th anniversary of the Leather Contingent in the San Francisco Pride Parade included an 
entire ACLC  contingent with banner, representing the East Bay in 2016.

22 – years that ACLC has been granted 501(c)3 status, beginning in 1998.  Since 1993, ACLC 

has raised over $300,000 for over 20 different charities, primarily focusing on “assist small service 

providers and agencies not receiving large government or corporate grants.

SEX IN A PAN  

Crazy name for a dessert, but one of the best desserts you’ll ever 

have. It is mostly a pudding dessert with a crunchy bottom ( We all 

know that word) crust.  

INGREDIENTS CRUST  

1 cup finely chopped pecans  

½ cup melted unsalted butter  

3 tbsp finely chopped pecans  

1 cup all purpose flour  

CREAM CHEESE LAYER  

8 oz cream cheese  

1 cup powdered sugar ( use 1/2 cup for less sweetness)  

1 cup cool whip ( special word) or whipped cream  

VANILLA POUDDING LAYER CHOCOLATE PUDDING LAYER 

 5.1 oz instant vanilla pudding  

5.1 chocolate pudding  

TOPPINGS  

2 cups whipped cream  

Shaved Chocolate  

INSTRUCTIONS  

1. Preheat oven to 350 degrees  

2. Spray a 9 x 13 inch baking pan with cooking spray.  

3. With a mixer mix all the crust ingredients together and press into the prepared baking 

dish  

4. Bake it for 20 minutes  

5. Prepare the vanilla and chocolate using 2 cups of milk instead of 3.  

6. With a mixer mix the cream cheese, powdered sugar and a cup of whipped cream until 

light and fluffy  

7. Let crust cool. Spread the cream cheese over the crust evenly, Spread the vanilla 

pudding over Cream cheese then the chocolate .pudding. Spread the whipped cream 

over the chocolate. Top with Shaved Chocolate  

8. Refrigerate for a couple hours to let it set before serving.
